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Introduction
These release notes describe the new functionality in Cisco Broadband Configurator Release 4.0,
with a description of each document in the documentation set for this release.

Cisco Broadband Configurator is a Java-based standalone application that collects information a
generates a Data-over-Cable Service Interface Specifications (DOCSIS) configuration file, which is
to provision a customer premises equipment (CPE) device. Cisco Broadband Configurator Relea
supports DOCSIS 1.0, DOCSIS 1.1, and PacketCableTM 1.0 features.

This release runs on the following operating systems:

• Linux

• Solaris

• Windows

• Ability to reset Cisco Broadband Configurator with the following options:

– New DOCSIS 1.0 File—Shows a configuration file with DOCSIS 1.0 parameters only

– New DOCSIS 1.1 File—Shows a configuration file with DOCSIS 1.1 parameters only

– New PacketCable 1.0 File—Shows a configuration file with PacketCable 1.0 parameters on

– Provide Default Values— Shows the above configuration files with default values, as defined
the DOCSIS or PacketCable specifications, already included

• Ability to show Type Length Value vendor-specific information (TLV 43) in ASCII, hexadecimal,

or decimal format

• Ability to switch between the GUI Editor and Text Editor, from whichyou can view and edit ASCII

configuration files

• Ability to apply changes to multiple configuration files at one time by using the Multifile Editor

• Ability to view providedsample configuration files and to add your own sample configuration files

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Important Notes

Using Online Help with Solaris 2.6
The System Requirements specify Solaris 2.8 or a later release for Cisco Broadband Configurato
However, it is possible for you to use Configurator with Solaris 2.6.

To view ASCII format configuration files generated by Cisco Broadband Configurator, use WordP
rather than Notepad on the Windows platform.

• Workaround —Directions for working so that the issue does not impact you or your work

Invalid Input Accepted for Dotted Decimal and Dotted Hexadecimal Values

Symptom

For a field that requires a dotted decimal or dotted hexadecimal value, invalid input is accepted.

Problem Description

When a dotted decimal or dotted hexadecimal value is required, the field accepts more than one
consecutive delimiter. For example, when the IP address should be entered as 10.1.2.1, the value 1
is accepted.

The affected fields include but are not limited to:

• IP address

• MAC address

Workaround

For a field that requires a dotted decimal or dotted hexadecimal value, enter the value in the corr
syntax:

• Use the correct delimiter:

– Dotted decimal value—A space or period is a valid delimiter.

– Dotted hexadecimal value—A space, period, or dash is a valid delimiter. For a MAC addr
each delimiter is valid.

– IP address—A period is the only valid delimiter.

• Enter one or more digits between delimiters.
