Verifying Package Contents

When you unpack the brackets, be sure that the package contains the items in the following list. If any
items are missing, notify your authorized Cisco sales representative:

- Two wall-mount brackets

- Two number-6 Phillips pan-head screws

- Four number-8 Phillips truss-headrews

- Two number-4 Phillips pan-head screws (for attaching RPS cover)
- One RPS 300 connector cover

- One RPS 600 connector cover

Attaching the Brackets

Figure 1shows the orientation used to attach a bracket to one side of the chassis

to attach a bracket to the opposite side of the chassis.

The screws and bracket holes that you use depend on the chassis to which you are attaching the brackets.

If you are not using a redundant power system (RPS) with your switch, use the two number-4 Phillips
pan-head screws to install an RPS connector cover to the back of the switdhig{8ee3)

Mounting the Chassis on a Walll

For the best support of the chassis and cables, make sure the chassis is attached securely to wall studs or
to a firmly attached plywood mounting backboard. Use two screws (not included) to attach each side of

the chassis to the wall.
